to your neighbour(s). Ask them to fill 

on the form so that we have their 

lawyer’s details too.

• Return the form to your Project

• We’ll send the Easement Agreement to 

you and your lawyer named on the 

form.

• It’s up to you to pay your own legal 

fees as well as your neighbour’s legal 

fees.
